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Monday - John 14:1-6 (NIV)

Jesus said... ‘Do not let your hearts be troubled.
You believe in God®; believe also in me. > My
Father's house has many rooms; if that were not
so, would | have told you that | am going there
to prepare a place for you? * And if | go and
prepare a place for you, | will come back and
take you to be with me that you also may be
where | am. * You know the way to the place
where | am going.’

> Thomas said to him, ‘Lord, we don't know
where you are going, so how can we know the
way?’

® Jesus answered, ‘I am the way and the truth
and the life. No one comes to the Father except
through me.

Tuesday - Philippians 4:4-9 (NIV)

% Rejoice in the Lord always. | will say it again:
rejoice! ° Let your gentleness be evident to all.
The Lord is near. ® Do not be anxious about
anything, but in every situation, by prayer and
petition, with thanksgiving, present your
requests to God. ? And the peace of God, which
transcends all understanding, will guard your
hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.

8 Finally, brothers and sisters, whatever is true,
whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is
pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable —
if anything is excellent or praiseworthy — think
about such things. ® Whatever you have learned
or received or heard from me, or seen in me —
put it into practice. And the God of peace will
be with you.

Thursday - Ephesians 2:14-22 (NIV)

" For Jesus himself is our peace, who has made
the two groups one and has destroyed the
barrier, the dividing wall of hostility, '° by
setting aside in his flesh the law with its
commands and regulations. His purpose was to
create in himself one new humanity out of the
two, thus making peace, ® and in one body to
reconcile both of them to God through the
cross, by which he put to death their

hostility. ' He came and preached peace to you
who were far away and peace to those who
were near. '® For through him we both have
access to the Father by one Spirit.

1% Consequently, you are no longer foreigners
and strangers, but fellow citizens with God's
people and also members of his

household, 2% built on the foundation of the
apostles and prophets, with Christ Jesus himself
as the chief cornerstone. 2 In him the whole
building is joined together and rises to become
a holy temple in the Lord. 2 And in him you too
are being built together to become a dwelling
in which God lives by his Spirit.

Wednesday - Colossians 3:15-17 (NIV)
'3 Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts,
since as members of one body you were called
to peace. And be thankful. '® Let the message of
Christ dwell among you richly as you teach and
admonish one another with all wisdom through
psalms, hymns, and songs from the Spirit,
singing to God with gratitude in your

hearts. '” And whatever you do, whether in
word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord
Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through
him.

Friday - Romans 6:5-12 (NIV)

For if we have been united with him in a death
like his, we will certainly also be united with him
in a resurrection like his.  For we know that our
old self was crucified with him so that the body
ruled by sin might be done away with,= that we
should no longer be slaves to sin — 7 because
anyone who has died has been set free from
sin.

® Now if we died with Christ, we believe that we
will also live with him. ® For we know that since
Christ was raised from the dead, he cannot die
again; death no longer has mastery over

him. 1 The death he died, he died to sin once
for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God.

"In the same way, count yourselves dead to sin
but alive to God in Christ Jesus. '? Therefore do
not let sin reign in your mortal body so that you
obey its evil desires.
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Saturday - Luke 12:22-31 (NIV)

22 Then Jesus said to his disciples: ‘Therefore |
tell you, do not worry about your life, what you
will eat; or about your body, what you will
wear. 2 For life is more than food, and the body
more than clothes. 2* Consider the ravens: they
do not sow or reap, they have no storeroom or
barn; yet God feeds them. And how much more
valuable you are than birds! 2® Who of you by
worrying can add a single hour to your

lifew? 26 Since you cannot do this very little
thing, why do you worry about the rest?

27'Consider how the wild flowers grow. They do
not labour or spin. Yet | tell you, not even
Solomon in all his splendour was dressed like
one of these. 28 If that is how God clothes the
grass of the field, which is here today, and
tomorrow is thrown into the fire, how much
more will he clothe you — you of little

faith! ® And do not set your heart on what you
will eat or drink; do not worry about it. *° For
the pagan world runs after all such things, and
your Father knows that you need them. 3! But
seek his kingdom, and these things will be given
to you as well.
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
